Early preparation

Clay (can be re-used). 
Plastic disposable table covers

Wire for cutting the clay

Bin with a lid

A few sponges & water bowl 

Cloth 
Set: 

· Introduction – work with clay
· Sculpturing – reflection, inspiration, dream of future career
· Reflecting

Process: 

Reflecting: 

· What patterns do I see? Any common theme emerging?
· What gives me hope?

· What frightens me in it?

· What surprises me?
Objective

Explore Career aspirations through the media of clay sculpturing. 

Give each student some clay 

Stage I: Guided work

1. Cut and hand out a piece to each student 

2. Shape a ball

3. Pass to fellow student (x2) and return

4. Transform it into an egg

5. Transform it into a chick
6. Communal observation

7. Transform back to a ball

Stage II – individual work – transforming clay into sculpture

8. Make your own creation – think of your career: future, career world

9. Get it into sculpture – on own or together, on the table. 

Use first the hands; refine later with clay tools.

Points

Clay vs. wood/stone (use existing material; re-shape)

What was the starting point? Where did you end? 
Not just what you wish to be but also the process (the clay presentation should reflect on both the process and the end-product)

Relevance to what we have studied? 
How concept studies influenced or otherwise the creation of the ‘sculptures’?
